• We will continue to teach through high-quality books and texts. 

• Children will work on their stamina of reading longer pieces of text. 

• We will write for different purposes including writing stories, persuasive letters, 

poems and explanation texts.

• We will teach the Year 3 grammar objectives including writing in the correct tense 

and understanding word families (prefixes and suffixes).

• Children will develop a firmer understanding of nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, 

conjunctions and prepositions.

Maths
• At Hallam Fields we follow the White Rose Maths Scheme. During maths 

lessons in the Autumn term the children will start off by learning about 

Place Value . 

• They will learn how to write 3-digit numbers and the importance of a 

place holder. 

• We will then practice our Addition and Subtraction using column 

methods. 

• Our last topic in Autumn is multiplication and division, where the 

children will begin to learn about angles.



PE

We have two PE lessons a week. 

PE kit is a plain red t-shirt with black shorts or leggings. Children 
should wear trainers or PE pumps. Trainers are best for when PE is 
outside.
